Pam reported that on June 8, 2016,  there will be a Selectmen’s meeting to approve the Mystic Builder’s contract for the Phase 1 moving of the donated Water Tower on June 20, 2016.  She reported that Phase 2 is scheduled for August 26, 2016.

Phil reported there would be a meeting to further discuss later in June.
